Selection criteria

· Anaesthetists who are submitting a poster presentation to the WCA


Scholarship funds

· Return economy airfare to Capetown.  Flights will be arranged by Baxter travel consultants.

· Transport from the airport to the conference venue.

· Meeting registration.

· Accommodation and meals.

· All other costs, including travel to the airport of departure, are to be met by the applicant.

· No other expenses or costs are payable.  Payment of any income tax or other fee imposed on the receipt of the Scholarship is the responsibility of the successful applicant.

Date for application

· All applications must be submitted by email to wfsahq@anaesthesiologists.org by 30th August 2007.  
· A panel of anaesthesiologists selected by the WFSA and Baxter will consider applications.  Successful applicants will be informed by 16 September 2007.  No appeals will be accepted.
· Those selected for sponsorship must confirm by 30 September their intention to take up the scholarship.  Failure to do so will result in the scholarship being passed to the next applicant.
· After deciding to take up the scholarship the applicant will be required to transfer $200 to the WFSA bank account in UK by 30 September as a guarantee of intention.  This will be refunded in Cape Town.
