ECO2007 Joining Instructions

Thank you for registering for the 15th European Congress on Obesity. The following information will help you to find your way to the congress centre and make your participation in the congress as easy as possible.

Arriving in Budapest

Budapest Ferihegy Airport is located approximately 15 miles south-east of Budapest and has two main terminals. There are several ways of traveling between the city and Ferihegy Airport.

The Airport Minibus Service takes you to any destination in Budapest within 25-40 minutes depending on traffic. This costs approximately 2,300 HUF one way or 3,900 HUF return. Tickets are available at the Airport Minibus Service desk in the arrival hall.

Taxis are available at all Terminals – the official airport taxi service is Zona Taxi. The fare to the city centre is approximately 3,000 - 4,300 HUF, depending on your destination.  For further information, visit www.zonataxi.eu
An ECO2007 Hospitality Desk will be located in each terminal at Ferihegy Airport – staff will be pleased to tell you the best way to get to your hotel or to the congress centre.
Congress Venue

The 15th European Congress on Obesity will take place at the Budapest Sports Arena (Papp László Budapest Sports Arena).

The Arena is situated in the heart of the city, at one of the busiest road intersections.

Getting to the building is extremely easy by car or by public transport:

• 25 minutes from the airport

• 2 minutes from the Népstadion Metro Station

• it can be reached by buses number 30 and 95

• or trolley buses 75 and 80

• or by tram 1

• or by car (there are 1160 parking spaces in the car park next to the Arena)

The main entrance to the building for visitors is at the intersection of Kerepesi and Hungária Street.

The pack will contain a voucher for your delegate bag – please exchange the voucher for your bag at the delegate bag collection point.

Registration will be split by category.  If you have not yet paid, please go to the onsite registration desk.  You will not be allowed to register (or gain access to sessions) unless full payment has been received. We will only accept payment in Euros currency or by Credit Card (Visa and MasterCard only).
The Congress programme will commence at 1300 hrs on Sunday 22nd April.
Name Badges

All participants and accompanying persons must clearly wear the ECO2007 identification badge. Entrance to the meeting halls and exhibition areas will not be permitted without it.

An administration fee of €25 will be charge to replace any misplaced badges. 

Banking and Foreign Exchange

The official currency in Hungary is the Forint. There are coins of 1, 2, 5, 10, 20, 50 and 100 Forint. Notes come in denominations of 200, 500, 1.000, 2.000, 5.000, 10.000 and 20.000 Forint. Currency can be exchanged at banks, Bureau de Change, hotel receptions and at travel offices. Banks are usually open Monday to Thursday between 08:00 – 16:30, Fridays between 08:00 – 15:00. All banks are closed on Saturdays, but numerous currency exchange offices are open at weekends.

Dialling codes

The international access code for Hungary is +36 and the area code for Budapest is 1.

The outgoing code is 00 followed by the relevant country code (e.g. 00 44 for the United Kingdom).

Language

The official language of the Congress is English – Interpretation facilities will not be provided.

Accreditation 

The Royal College of Physicians, London, UK, has accredited this congress with 12 (twelve) credit hours (Reference code: 34051).

Via the European Accreditation Council for Continuing Medical Education (EACCME), the congress has also received accreditation from the Association of Hungarian Medical Societies  (MOTESZ). 

Following accreditation by this national authority, European Accreditation has been granted to the congress.  European Accreditation is granted by the  EACCME in order to allow participants to validate the credits obtained at this activity in their home European country.

The Association of Hungarian Medical Societies  (MOTESZ) has granted 10 CME credits to the congress and the EACCME has granted 15 CME credits (ECMEC) to the congress.

The EACCME is an institution of the European Union of Medical Specialists (UEMS), www.uems.net.
