"The Dream Quest" includes visits to cultural performances in the romantic region of Weimar where Goethe and Rudolf Steiner lived and wrote. Late evenings participants have private use of "Toskana Therme" and special “Liquid Sound Temple,” for thermal spa bathing in light, sounds, tones and music.
