Abstract submission
will open July 1, 2007.

e All abstracts must be submitted online
through the conference website at www.

Abstracts sent by
fax, post or e-mail will not be considered.

It is the author’s responsibility to submit

a correct abstract. Any errors in spelling,
grammar or scientific fact will be reproduced
as submitted by the author.

e The text should not exceed 2000 characters,
including blanks. One table or figure can
be inserted allowing 500 characters per
table / figure.

Objectives
Indicate the purpose of the study or the
hypothesis that was tested.

Methods

Include the setting for the study, the subjects,
the diagnosis or intervention, and the type of
statistical analysis. If references are needed,
they should be provided in the text.

Results
Present as clearly as possible the outcome of
the study

Conclusion
Briefly discuss the data and emphasize the
significance of the results.

All abstracts should disclose primary findings
and avoid, whenever possible, promissory
statements such as ..experiments are in pro-
gress” or ,results will be discussed”.
